AB 734 by Assemblywoman Nicole Parra: Kangaroos. Oppose.
Allowstheimportation of kangar oo productsinto Califor nia. Will be heard
again in 2006 under author ship of Assemblyman Mervyn Dymally.

AB 1086 by Assemblywoman Sally Lieber: Off Road Vehicles. Support.
Passed.
Raises the penaltiesfor driving off road vehiclesin designated wilder ness
areas.

AB 1426 by Assemblywoman Carol Liu: Euthanasia. Support. Passed.
Prohibitskilling an animal by heart injections, such asdogsand catsin animal
shelters.

SB 156 by Senator Nell Soto: Cockfighting. Support. Failed.
Would haveraised penaltiesfor cockfighting to a felony on the second offense.

SB 455 by Senator Martha Escutia: Pesticides. Support. Vetoed.
Would have strengthened enfor cement and investigation of pesticide laws.

SB 658 by Senator Sheila Kuehl: Water Pollution. Support. Vetoed.
Would have authorized coastal communities to charge vehicle feesto prevent
water pollution.

SB 914 by Senator Christine Kehoe: Puppies. Support. Passed.
Prohibitsthe sale of puppies under eight weeks old unless approved by a
veterinarian.

SB 1028 by Senator Debra Bowen: Hunting. Support. Passed.
Prohibits the shooting of animalsthrough the I nternet, where an animal is
killed by a gun that fires by a click of a computer.
