AB 2098 by Assemblyman Paul Krekorian re: Downed Animals. Support.
Passed.

Strengthens existing law to prohibit auctions and slaughterhouses from
accepting and abusing animals who cannot walk.

AB 2291 by Assemblyman Tony Mendoza re: Spay/Neuter. Support. Passed.
Adds a check-off donation on state income tax forms to fund low cost
spay/neuter programs.

AB 2427 by Assemblyman re: De-Clawing. Oppose. Vetoed.
Prohibits cities/counties from prohibiting any act that falls within the
regulatory definition of that business, such as de-clawing of cats.

AB 2785 by Assemblyman Ira Ruskin re: Wildlife Corridors. Support. Passed.
Requires the Wildlife Conservation Board to designate and protect wildlife
corridors.

AB 2911 by Assemblywoman Lois Wolk re: Qil Spills. Support. Passed.
Strengthens protection against oil spills and better use of volunteers to
rehabilitate injured wildlife.

AJR 41 by Assemblyman Ted Lieu re: Polar Bears/Penquins. Support. Passed.
Asks US Fish & Wildlife to extend the Endangered Species Act to cover polar
bears and penguins who are affected by global warming.

AJR 62 by Asseemblyman Mark Leno re: Sea Turtles. Support. Passed.
Asks National Marine Fisheries Service to deny longline swordfish permits
off the California coast which Kkill sea turtles.

SB 908 by Senator Joe Simitian re: Global Warming. Support. Vetoed.
Requires environmental education to include climate change.
