AB 2098 by Assemblyman Paul Krekorian re: Downed Animals. Support.

Prohibits cities/counties from prohibiting any act that fallswithin the
regulatory definition of that business, such as de-clawing of cats.

AB 2785 by Assemblyman Ira Ruskin re: Wildlife Corridors. Support. Passed.
Requiresthe Wildlife Conservation Board to designate and protect wildlife
corridors.

AB 2911 by Assemblywoman LoisWolk re: Oil Spills. Support. Passed.
Strengthens protection against oil spillsand better use of volunteersto
rehabilitate injured wildlife.
